The Musicians  
 

June 
Sax Appeal is a multi award-winning, UK based Jazz group which features 
an impressive five saxophone front line and an exciting rhythm section. The 
band is currently celebrating over 25 years of gigging and music making 
since Derek Nash first assembled the original line-up of the band! Expect 
driving Blue Note Swing, Ellington sweetness, pure Brazillian Latin, Brecker 
Brothers Fusion and biting Sanborn Funk; all in the space of one concert, 
featuring a myriad of saxophone styles from the best UK sax players.  
 
July  

John Etheridge has been at the top of the jazz guitar 
world for 35 years. In 1975 he joined Soft Machine and 
more or less simultaneously, joined the band of the 
celebrated jazz violinist Stephane Grappelli. He has 
also worked with Barney Kessel, Didier Lockwood, Nils 
Pedersen, Gordon Beck, Herb Ellis, Birelli Lagrene, 
Dizzy Gillespie, Tony Williams, Yehudi Menuhin, Pat 
Metheny, Andy Summers, Nigel Kennedy, John 
Williams and the Zappatistas. 

 
Mike Bradley is one of the most gifted drummers in the world. Equally at 
home playing jazz, funk and pop, his versatility has led him to work with 
many famous names such as Natalie Cole, David Cassidy, Johnny 
Dankworth, Cleo Laine, Georgie Fame, Vanessa Williams, Sax Appeal, the 
Zappatistas, Woody Shaw, Andy Sheppard and Ronnie Scott. 
 
Rob Statham has played and recorded with many top musicians. In the 80's 
he worked with saxophonist Ed Jones recording for the acid jazz label. 
Throughout the 90's he worked extensively with saxophonist Theo Travis, 
recording three cds and with Keith Emerson recording on 'Emerson plays 
Emerson'. More recently he has been working with John Etheridge and the 
Zappatistas. Other credits include Paz, Ian Carr's Nucleus and Jim Mullen. 
 
August 
Organic Matters is led by Mick Hanson on guitar and features Bill Mudge on 
the Hammond Organ. Mick is one of the UK's leading jazz guitarists. His 
unique style is a masterful fusion of his early blues roots with the honest  



   

   

 
swinging jazz of the 50's and 60's. He has worked and recorded with many of 
the jazz world's best known performers including Eddie "Lockjaw" Davis, 
Jimmy Witherspoon, Dick Morrissey, Brian Dee, Gordon Beck and Dave 
Newton. For those of you who can’t resist the pull of the Hammond Organ Bill 
will be bringing his vintage 1956 Hammond B3 Organ, originally from 
California USA and a model rarely seen in this country. It's the 'holy grail' of 
Hammonds, and the model of choice for Organ greats such as Jimmy Smith, 
Larry Young, Larry Goldings and Lonnie Smith who are his main influences. 
 
September 
Clarinet Marmalade was formed by the late great Johnny 
Dankworth and brings the clarinet to the fore playing a wide 
mix of styles. Along with Simon on clarinet will be British Jazz 
Award winners Julian Stringle and Mark Crooks with a top 
rhythm section that features Alec Dankworth playing Bass.  
 

October 
Regularly appearing at Ronnie Scotts, the blues band 24Pesos features the 
blistering guitar, vocal and harmonica of Julian Burdock. As a sideman Julian 

has played with many great artists including Pee 
Wee Ellis, Fred Wesley, Beverly Knight and 
Jocelyn Brown. Silas Maitland holds down the 
low end on Bass. His playing credits include 
Geno Washington, Marcus Malone, Imelda May 
and The Blues Brothers. On Hammond B3 is 
Moz Gamble who’s played with Paul McCartney 
and Paloma Faith. Behind the drum kit is the raw 

and funky feel of Mike Connolly. 
 
November 
Led by the lovely American songstress Kai Hoffman, 
swingin' retro band Kai's Cats has a fabulous lineup 
including some of London's hottest jazz players. With 
numbers like Louis Jordan’s ‘There Ain’t Nobody Here 
But Us Chickens’, Kai’s Cats song list includes popular 
tunes of the 1940s and 50s, made famous by kings of 
swing Louis Jordan and Louis Prima, as well as 
jumpin’ versions of tunes by The Beatles, The Rat 
Pack, and many more.�

Hosting the evenings, Simon is known and respected for his stylistic 
versatility and instrumental prowess.  He is in great demand on the London 
session scene - his playing features on countless adverts, film scores, theme 
tunes and pop recordings. Simon has appeared live and recorded with a 
wide variety of bands and musicians including 
John Dankworth, Ronnie Scott’s All Stars, Dizzee 
Rascal, Elvis Costello, Jamie Cullum, Shane 
MacGowan, Lulu, Rick Wakeman, D:Ream, Chaka 
Khan, Emma Bunton, Seal, The Zappatistas and 
Peter Erskine and he has recently been the 
Musical Director for Rick Astley and Bette Midler.  
Simon appears frequently on television.  Past 
appearances include the ‘The Parkinson Show’, 
‘Johnny Vaughan Tonight’ (for which he was 
Musical Director), Channel 4’s Big Breakfast, 
GMTV and This Morning. Simon is the Professor 
of Saxophone for the Royal Marines and has 
featured as a guest soloist with large ensembles 
including the Brighouse and Rastrick Brass Band, 
the National Youth Jazz Orchestra and The Royal 
Marines Big Band. 
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
